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APICS membership provides value in many ways. It is an indication of professional interest in your chosen field, and APICS
certifications are an indication of mastery of the body of knowledge related to your specific certification (CPIM, CIRM, CSCP).
Only those with an active membership and with a certification kept up to date through the recertification process can legiti-
mately indicate those accomplishments on a resume. Many employers require APICS membership and certification when
looking for viable candidates for an opening.

The Cleveland chapter of APICS provides an active Employment Service free of charge to its members. Any member of the
chapter is invited to keep a current copy of your resume on file with the Employment Coordinator. Hiring companies and
recruiters often contact our chapter requesting that their opening be posted to our website and that we send them the re-
sumes we have on file that meet their requirements. When we can respond with several viable candidates, the value of APICS
is confirmed to the hiring company. Unfortunately, we must respond to many openings with “we don’t have any resumes on
file that meet your requirements.”

As of mid-February, we have 26 current openings posted on our website, all located within an hour drive of Cleveland. The
positions range from entry level to senior management. The areas of expertise requested range from inventory management to
logistics to international purchasing to operations. These openings have come in from companies that specifically seek our
members. We only have 8 member resumes on file, out of over 550 Cleveland chapter members. If we can not provide good
resumes in response to requests that come to our chapter Employment Coordinator, companies could easily decide that we
are not a viable source of candidates and quit contacting us.
